Research Essay Topics
Possible essay question choices:

1. What is the function of law within a society? Discuss the role law played in two of the societies we have studied and compare each to today.

2. Discuss the role of women within medieval societies.

3. What role did agriculture play in the society of Medieval Europe? Does agriculture still have the same impact on the world today?

4. What was the relationship between science and religion in the Middle Ages?

5. What religion begins to emerge as time moves into the Middle Ages? What impact does the growth of religions have an the Middle Ages?
6. Was Joan of Arc a messenger from God or was she a pawn in the King’s political agenda?

7. Identify two great cathedrals from either the Middle Ages or the Renaissance. Compare the construction, materials, styles and purpose of the structures.
8. Who were the Medici family? Why were they a driving force during the Renaissance?
9. Genghis Khan and his Mongols created the largest empire in history; while he blazed a path of destruction across Asia he did manage to have some positive impacts on human history. Defend this statement. 
10. Account for the division among the Arab Muslims.
11. What role did geography play in the development of Medieval Europe?
12. Why is the Byzantine Empire considered to be a “Crossroad”? 

· For the purpose of this class we will recognize the Medieval Time period ranging from 400 CE to 1500 CE.

Your essay must meet the following requirements:
1. Formal Title page

2. A rough draft and your gathered notes should accompany your final copy
3. An appendix containing one to three pictures or maps.

4. 700 – 1000 words in length, double spaced

5. Typed – computer labs are available every lunch hour if you do not have access to a computer at home.
6. You must have a minimum of two reference sources (books, magazines, newspapers, electronic….) 

7. A minimum of 2 quotations (must follow MLA guidelines)

8. Works cited page – Bibliography – (list of sources used)
9. In addition to completing this essay you will also be required to share you findings with the class in a 3-5 min synopsis of the material you researched.

When preparing and writing this essay you are welcomed, and expected, to use multiple sources of sources of information. The text book (pages 262-473) contains a great amount of information about this time period. You may borrow a text book as long as you sign it out with me.
